1-1: Write a program that displays a different message based on the time of day. For example, if it is in the morning, have the site display "Good Morning!"
1-2:  Create a simple script that assigns values to any different variables and then simply prints the values to the screen.
1-3: Create a program to display a simple calculator. This form will contain two input fields and a radio button to select the calculation type.
1-4: Create simple page that makes a user to select an integer number then it display its factorial.

1-5: Assign values to two variables. Use comparison operators to test whether the first value is

The same as the second

Less than the second

Greater than the second

Less than or equal to the second

Print the result of each test to the browser. Change the values assigned to your test variables and run the script again.
1-6: Create a program to make the user to select two integers number and then displays their multiplication table.

Each of this associative array's elements should be an array containing movie names ("2001", "Alien", "Terminator", and so on). Loop through the array you created in Activity 1, outputting each genre and its associated movies to the browser.
